Latest News about the A63

velopment Team at Highways England being ever
conscious of the ongoing incidents and congestion
on the A83. Highways England is aware of the lack
of technology on the A63 and has undertaken a
study of the types of intervention that would bene-
fit the A63 corridor. Whilst currently there is no
funding for a scheme Highways England as-
sures us that our area ‘is very much on our ra-
dar and knowing that East Riding and Hull City
councils are keen for a scheme such as this will
be beneficial to making a business case when a
funding opportunity presents itself’.

It is good news that, in spite of austerity, our residents continue to see
significant amounts of investment both in terms of infrastructure and
help for vulnerable residents. Examples are:

The on-going programme of flood alleviation schemes to reduce the risk
of surface flooding to many Haltemprice settlements that was seen in
2007.

Development of a scheme to improve the junction at Great Gutter Lane
and the A164 that will improve safety for our residents, due to com-
mence in early 2019.

Extensive investment in all of our schools that provide for children and
young people in the East Riding with additional needs, including St
Anne’s School & Sixth Form which has recently had another Outstand-
ing Ofsted report. Well done to all at St Anne’s!!

A programme of improving all leisure centres in the East Riding, includ-
ing Haltemprice and Beverley. Protecting small libraries such as in North
Ferriby and Swanland and integrating customer service centres and

libraries in other communities.

A £3.9 million development, known as ergo, at the Bridgehead Business
Park is a key part of the council’s economic vision for the area and will
help grow businesses in emerging sectors like renewable energy and
environmental technology and is being developed by ERYC in partner-
ship with the University of Hull. It is anticipated to open its doors in
April.

e Through Warmth

In the recent cold weather, many people reached for the thermostat, which
is why the npower Health Through Warmth scheme is raising awareness of
the impact that warmth in the home can have on health and wellbeing.

The scheme is managed locally by East Riding of Yorkshire Council, and aims
to help vulnerable residents whose health is made worse by inadequate
heating. It works with local organisations to identify vulnerable people who
need help and to fund and install heating measures, as well as providing ben-
efit checks, fire safety visits, gas connections, insulation and energy efficien-
cy advice.

Help from npower Health Through Warmth may be available to vulnerable
homeowners who have a long term illness, a low income with little or no sav-
ings and who are unable to fully fund measures, such as a new boiler or
heating system (if broken). You do not have to be, or become, an npower
customer to benefit from the scheme.

If you have lived in your property for more than six months and you don’t
have heating or your heating has broken down, Health Through Warmth may
be able to help you.
